The Church 
 

Dear Parish Family, 
I think that sometimes we forget that the 
Church is not the building on the corner 

of Main and South streets; the building is where the 
Church gathers.  We are the Church, the People of God, 
the Body of Christ.  The word 'church' comes from the 
Greek and means 'a people called and assent'.  We are 
those people called by God at our Baptism and sent into 
the world to continue the mission of Jesus to make the 
Love, Mercy, Compassion and Forgiveness of God 
known to all who come to Him in honesty and truth. In 
his Epistles to the Romans and Corinthians, St. Paul 
reminds us that we are all members of the Body of Christ.  
Each of us is given the graces by God to fulfill our 
particular vocation and specific gifts and talents to build 
up the Body of Christ and proclaim the Good News of 
the Gospel to all the world. No one member of the 
church is more important or valuable than any other.  We 
are all called at Baptism to be a Prophet (one who speaks 
on behalf of God), priest (one who makes the world a 
more holy place by our loves) and King (one who serves 
the rest as did Jesus).  The Church is also made up of 
those who have gone before us in faith:  our brothers and 
sisters in Purgatory and our Brothers and sisters in 
Heaven.   
How then can each of us make the world a better place; 
proclaim God's world, and serve the needs of others?  
How can each of us, in our particular vocation and life, 
make the glory of God known and the Good News of 
the Gospel relevant to the world?  This is our common 
vocation and mission. This is who we are as the Church.  
Together we are the Body of Christ.
