During Advent, we listen to the
Prophets as they prepare Israel (and the world) for the
coming of the promised Messiah. Christmas and the
Christmas season recount the wonders of the Incarnation
of Jesus up to His Baptism. Ordinary Time recalls Jesus'
public Ministry culmination in His Passion, Death,
Resurrection and Ascension. With Pentecost, we
celebrate the birth of the Church and we continue with
Jesus' life and teachings. The Feast of Christ the King
celebrates our sure faith that Jesus will return as King to
judge the living and the dead. We are told not to be
concerned or worry about where and when this will
happen, rather we are to live in faith and hope as His
disciples until we experience the fullness of God's
Kingdom.
