When I was in the Seminary we did 
an activity to determine if we could 
be convicted as a Christian.

There are places today where 
priests, religious and lay catechists are being arrested 
and being martyred. Bishops are being expelled, the 
Bible is forbidden and owning one is considered a 
crime.  The simple act of Christians gathering for 
worship is illegal in some countries. While we do not 
experience active or overt persecution in our society 
and country, there is covert persecution. Our faith is 
mocked, or moral teachings are proclaimed to be out-
of-date and out-of-touch with the 'real world'.  You can 
have 'free speech' on many campuses, unless you want 
to publicly pray or read the Bible.  I wonder, if push 
came to shove, would I, would you, would we, stand 
up to persecution for the Faith; could we be convicted 
in a court for being a Christian.
