The coming of Holy Week 

Dear Parish Family, 
We begin the final week of Lent before 
entering Holy Week.  This is the time 
to reevaluate how was (or is) my Lent 

going.  There is still time to prepare for the most sacred 
time of our Church year.  There is the opportunity to 
get to Confession on Monday during the “Light is on 
for you”; from 4 - 7 PM.   To celebrate Palm Sunday 
(next Sunday) the joyful entry of Jesus into Jerusalem 
with the crowd proclaiming; "Hosanna to the Son of 
David". This same crowd will turn on Jesus as we read 
the Passion as they then yell; "Crucify Him". The Mass 
of Palm Sunday ends in silence as we go forward to 
prepare for the Sacred Triduum. Notice that the Ambry 
is now empty, the new oils will be blessed at the Chrism 
Mass with Bishop Lucia on Tuesday, March 26. Quickly 
all is getting ready for the celebration of Holy Thursday, 
Good Friday and Easter. Hopefully we will all be able to 
gather on Holy Thursday, Good Friday and Easter at 
Church to commemorate these Most Sacred and Holy
