Holy Week 

Dear Parish Family, 
Today we begin the most Sacred time 
of the church year:  Holy Week. The 

week when we celebrate and commemorate the essential 
truths of our Catholic Christian faith. Palm Sunday is 
the beginning of the drama of the Passion, Death and 
Glorious Resurrection of our Lord, Jesus Christ.  As 
Jesus enters Jerusalem to shouts of "Hosanna to the Son 
of David'', and the people wave Palm Branches; we too 
proclaim Him; very quickly however, these shorts turn 
to "Crucify Him", as we read the Passion. On Monday 
of Holy Week we will have “The Light is On” in 
parishes throughout our diocese (including here at St. 
Francis) where Confessions will be heard from 4 -7PM.  
Tuesday is the Chrism Mass at the Cathedral of the 
Immaculate Conception where Bishop Lucia will bless 
and consecrate the three holy oils:  Oil of the Sick, Oil 
of Catechumens, and Sacred Chrism, that will be used in 
the celebration of the Sacraments in our parishes 
throughout the year.  At this Mass also, the priest 
recommit to the promises they made at Ordination.  On 
Holy Thursday we celebrate the institution of the 
Eucharist as well as the Priesthood; we also remember 
the Church's call to service with the washing of the feet.  
On Good Friday, at noon there are the Stations of the 
Cross and at 3 PM, the Church's Solemn Liturgy of the 
Lord's Passion.  Jesus Christ mounted the wood of the 
Cross, suffered and died to offer for us repatriation for 
our sins. The Great Easter Vigil, withs its Vigil of Light, 
acceptance of new members of our Church, and the 
great proclamation of Jesus Christ' victory over sin and 
death in His glorious Resurrection.  Easter is the final 
victory of our God and the source of all Christian faith, 
hope, love and joy. 
I invite all of us to make an effort to enter into the 
mystery of this week and plan to join the Church in the 
celebrations that mark the central mysteries of the 
Catholic faith.  God Bless, Fr. Dan
