Dear Parish Family, 
Corpus Christy (The Body and Blood 
of Christ) 
 

Each year the church celebrates the Feast of Corpus 
Christy (The Body and Blood of Christ).  This gives 
us the opportunity to reflect on the great mystery of 
the Eucharist. While it is true, Christ, at His 
Incarnation, became completely human, without 
losing any of His Divinity, and has a human body 
which was nailed to the cross, buried, resurrected, and 
ascended.  It is also true that we, the Church, are the 
Mystical Body of Christ on earth.  This feast focuses 
our attention in a particular way on the great gift of 
the Eucharist.  We teach and believe that the 
Eucharist becomes actually, literally, and completely 
the Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity of our Lord Jesus 



Christ, the Second Person of the Most Holy Trinity.  
This is called the Dogma of the real presence.  The 
Eucharist is not a symbol of Christ, a remembrance 
of Christ, or a sign of Christ.  The Eucharist is not a 
blessed object or sacred thing.  We believe that the 
Eucharist is truly our Lord Jesus Christ, the same 
Jesus Christ who was born of the Virgin Mary, was 
crucified, died, rose, ascended and who will return 
again in glory.  This is why we genuflect or bow 
before the Tabernacle; our Lord Jesus Christ is truly 
present.  This is why every first Friday we have 
Eucharistic adoration so that time can be spent with 
our Eucharistic Lord, and at Benediction, when we 
are blessed, it is not the blessing of the priest or the 
deacon, but the blessing of the Eucharistic Lord, 
Jesus Christ Himself.  These are the words of 
consecration at Mass: 
 
“TAKE THIS, ALL OF YOU, AND EAT OF IT, 
FOR THIS IS MY BODY, WHICH WILL BE GIVEN 
UP FOR YOU.” 
 
“TAKE THIS ALL OF YOU AND DRINK FROM 
IT, FOR THIS IS THE CHALICE OF MY BLOOD, 
THE BLOOD OF THE NEW AND ETERNAL 
COVENANT, WHICH WILL BE POURED OUT 
FOR YOU AND FOR MANY FOR THE 
FORGIVENESS OF SINS.  DO THIS IN MEMORY 
OF ME.”
