Dear Parish Family, 
 

As summer draws to a close and we 
begin to return to our regular 
routines, I would like to remind us of 
the R.C.I.A.  Each year in the Fall, 

we begin a new session of the Rite of Christian 
Initiation for Adults.  This is a process of spiritual 
growth, discernment and growth in faith as people begin 
or continue their faith journey.  The process concludes 
at the Easter Vigil, with the candidates becoming fully 
initiated into our Catholic Faith.  During the time of 
inquiry and discernment, the candidates take time to 
pray and study to learn more about the Catholic Faith. 
The candidate, along with their sponsor and the entire 
faith community, looks to enrich their faith and grow in 
their relationship with Jesus and His Body, the Church. 
 

The process begins with an inquiry session which is 
open to anyone who has an interest, or simply wants to 
learn more about this process and/or our Catholic 
Faith. The candidate then begins his/her journey in 
study, prayer, and discernment up to the Easter Vigil, at 
which the Sacraments of Initiation are celebrated with 
the adult Candidates and Catechumens. 
 

Anyone and everyone is welcome to the inquiry 
session.  The process is open to anyone who has 
finished high school, who is Baptized Catholic but has 
not completed First Eucharist and/or 
Confirmation.  Also those who are Baptized, but not in 
the Catholic faith, but would like to become a full, 
active member of the Catholic Church are welcomed 
into the process as are those who are not Baptized, but 
would like to enter into their faith journey with our 
Church. 
 

There will be more information in our bulletin as to the 
time and date of the Inquiry 
Session and the schedule of the 
times for meeting, study, prayer 
and discernment for those 
interested candidates.
