A Note from Fr. Dan 
 

Whatever became of sin? 

Dear Parish Family, 

This Saturday our children celebrated their First Penance; and 
they were sincere, adorable and innocent. I was filled with joy as 
their pastor and also a twinge of sadness. Joy because they were 
continuing their journey of growth in our faith, sadness because, as 
my almost 48 years of priesthood has taught me, for many this will 
be their last confession until they are getting ready for 
Confirmation. When I was a young priest, there was a book 
entitled: "Whatever became of sin?" The question is as pressing 
today as it was then, perhaps even more so. Let's be serious, for 
many sin has been reduced to a “problem” or “something I am 
working on”. We forget that sin is a serious offense against God 
and His goodness and majesty. There are also those who contend 
that they really have  done nothing wrong and to that I refer to St. 
John's Epistle: "If we say We are without sin, we deceive ourselves, 
and the truth is not within us. If we acknowledge our sins, He is 
faithful and just and will forgive our sins and cleanse us from every 
wrongdoing”.If we say, 'We have not sinned', we make Him a liar, 
and His word is not in us." (1John 1: 8-10).  Sin is not only an 
offense against God, but it weakens or destroys our 
relationship with Him, our fellow humans and even our own most 
authentic self. We cannot earn our own forgiveness, if that were 
so, Jesus' life, Passion and death are nothing more than the death 
of another offender or Roman law breaker, or at worst, the act of 
an evil and vindictive God. Sin is not only something I have done, 
(commission), it also can be something I have not done. (omission). 
Jesus gave the authority to bind and loose and forgive sin to the 
Church (Mt. 16:17-19).  This translates to us the gift of the great 
Sacrament of healing: Confession (also called Penance or 
Reconciliation). There are only two perfect humans, Jesus, who is 
like us in all things, except sin. and His Blessed Mother, Mary; who 
by a singular gift of grace, was kept free from all stain of sin. 
Therefore, I am a sinner, and so are you. Look at the 
commandments, the Beatitudes, Matthew 2 and you will quickly 
understand how much you and I need Confession to be freed from 
sin and its ultimate consequence: estrangement from God for all 
Eternity (Hell). There is really no excuse.  Confession is available in 
our parish every Tuesday from 5:30m- 6:00 PM; Saturday from 
3:00 - 4:00 PM; or an appointment can be made at the Rectory to 
celebrate the Sacrament of Confession. Also on Monday, March 30, 
"The Light is on for you"; confession will be heard from 4 - 7 PM. 
Lent is the perfect time to get back to Confession and experience 
the healing grace of God's mercy and forgiveness.

Regulations for Fasting and Abstinence 

Days of Abstinence: No meat can be eaten on Ash Wednesday and 
all of the Fridays during Lent.  This applies to all Catholics 14 and 
older. Days to Fast:  Only one full meal is permitted on Ash 
Wednesday and Good Friday for Catholics between 18 and 59.  
Two smaller meals are permitted, but the small meals should not 
equal a second full meal.  Drinking coffee, tea and water between 
meals is allowed.  Snacks between meals are not allowed.
