A Note from Fr. Dan

The Most Holy Trinity

This weekend the Church celebrates the Solemnity of
the Most Holy Trinity

According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church
(234) " The mystery of the Most Holy Trinity is the
central mystery of Christian life and faith. It is the

mystery of God in Himself.

It is therefore the source of all other mysteries of faith,
the light that enlightens them. It is the most
fundamental and essential teaching in the 'hierarchy of
the truths of faith." The whole history of salvation is
identical with the history of the ways and means by
which the one true God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit,
reveals himself to men and reconciles and unites with
himself those who turn away from sin."

As human beings we use the intellect that God gave us
to try and comprehend and explain the mysteries that
surround us. The Mystery of the Trinity (frequently
referred to as 'mysterium tremendium'is by its very
subject beyond our limited human ability to
comprehend and explain. The essential nature of one
God in Three Divine Persons is described by we
humans as a dynamic relationship of loving, while
always and everywhere maintaining the essential
Oneness and Unity that is God.

God Father, Son and Holy Spirit describes our
understanding of God in His activity throughout
Salvation history, beginning with creation and
culmination in the return of Jesus to judge the living
and dead; thus establishing the fullness of the
Kingdom of God and the presentation of the new
heaven and new earth. What we say about each Divine
Person of the Blessed Trinity must also be ascribed to
and said of all; however we usually speak of

the Father as the creator, the Son (Jesus) as the
Redeemer and the Holy Spirit as the Sanctifier (to
sanctify is to make holy). Although we are created by
God, therefore not God, we are allowed by God's love
and graciousness to get a glimpse of God through
Revelation and experience a participation in Divine life
thorough the gift of grace.
