Abraham:  Our Father In Faith? 
Dear Parish Family, This week there was a great deal of 
cautious optimism over the cease fire in Gaza. The turmoil, 
hatred, and violence in the Middle East dates back 
centuries. Jews, Muslims and Christians all claim Israel and 
Palestine as Holy sites central to their faith. Jerusalem is 
sacred to Jews, Christians and Muslims. 
 
Over the centuries there have been bloody wars and 
atrocities committed by all three over what should be places 
of Sacred worship, friendly communication and peace; yet 
that is not the case. There have also been dedicated Jews, 
Christians and Muslims who have worked and are working 
for better understanding and accord between and among 
these three religions. All three religions claim Abraham as 
their Father in faith.  In Genesis we read about Abraham and 
Sarah who were childless, Sara gives Abraham her Egyptian 
slave Haggai so that he might have an heir and she gives 
birth to Ishmael. 
 
Eventually, by the grace of God, Sarah conceives and gives 
birth to Isaac.  Isaac is considered the legitimate heir to the 
Covenant with Yahweh, while Ismael is cast out.  Isaac 
becomes the primogenitor of the Jewish people and Ismael, 
the primogenitor to the Arab people (many of who have 
embrace Islam).  cfr. Genesis chapters 15 -17. As for 
Christians: Jesus.Mary, Joseph, the first disciples and the 
Apostles, and St. Paul were Jews and Christians include the 
Hebrew Scripture (The Old Testament) in our Bible.  It would 
seem that the family of Abraham, like most families, have 
problems, disagreements, and ever fierce, sometimes 
violent disagreements. It is the hope and prayer of millions 
of people of good faith, Jew, Christian and Muslim; that we 
might learn to embrace what we have in common, respect 
or differences and live in peace.  After all, Abraham is OUR 
Father in faith.
